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National Science Day 2025

“Al in Education & Al Learning Tools Demonstration”

The great Indian physicist, Sir C.V. discovered the ‘Raman Effect’ in 1928. In
recognition of his exceptional achievement in the field of physics, he was honoured with the
Nobel Prize in Science stream in 1930. He was the first person in India and within Asia to
receive this award. In memory of his work, 28" February is celebrated as National Science
Day. This day is dedicated to recognizing the contribution of science and technology to the
progress of India and the world. It also aims to inspire young minds to pursue a career in science
and research. On this occasion, Mr. Sachin Usha Vilas Joshi, a renowned educationist in the
field of education, was invited as chief guest and lecturer. The program was organized under
the chairmanship of the Hon. Vice Chancellor Prof. Sanjeev Sonawane. The organization of
this program was led and coordinated by Prof. Chetana Kamlaskar, Director of the School of
Sciences, along with all academic coordinators of the school of sciences. Hon’ble Pro-Vice

Chancellor, Dr. Jogendra Singh Bisen, presided over the programme.

The esteemed guests for this event were welcomed by Mr. Ravindra Bharsat. The
program commenced with the university anthem. The chief lecturer Shri. Sachin Joshi,
renowned educationist, Dr. Jogendrasingh Bisen Hon’ble Pro-Vice Chancellor, Dr. Dilip
Bharad, Registrar, Shri. Bhatuprasad Patil, Controller of Examinations, Emeritus Professor Dr.
Kavita Salunke, Director, School of Online Learning and Prof. Ram Takawale Research and
Development Centre and Prof. Chetana Kamlaskar, Director, School of Science paid floral
tribute to Sir C. V. Raman’s portrait. Prof. Chetana Kamlaskar, Director School of Science in
her introductory remarks, Highlighted Sir C. V. Raman's work on the 'Raman Effect'. She also
signified celebration of National Science Day and role of Al in basic education, skill

development and data science.
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The keynote speaker for this program, renowned educationist Shri. Sachin Joshi began the
lecture on the topic “Al in Learning and Al Learning Tools Demonstration”. He explained
“What is AI”? “What is its importance in the present era”? Also, he commented on the fact that
artificial intelligence can never completely replace humans, so we should not consider artificial
intelligence as our enemy but as our partner and assistant in the future. If we want to bring

about change in society through technology, then technology must reach everyone.

He also highlighted the current backwardness of students in education system and the
lack of use of modern technology in education. Keeping in mind the changing this situation in
education, He started the ‘Al on Wheels’ initiative, through which he developed an easy way
of learning for students those lives in remote and backward areas to familiarize them and
generate interest in studying school textbooks through this new technology. With the help of
artificial intelligence, education has become more accessible and its utilization can reduce the
“learning gap in education”. For the effective use of Al tools, emphasis should be given on
introducing the concept of Effective Prompting to students which will provide experience-
based education. Therefore, now the role of the teacher has shifted from teacher to as guide
and counsellor for students, As a result the importance of distance education is increasing day
by day. He further said that, According to the World Development Report, in the coming future,
40 percent of students will work in jobs that are not currently prevalent, so emphasis should be
given on increasing 3-C Communication, Collaboration and Critical Thinking skills in each

student.

He also said that, in the future the native language of student will gain more importance
and areas such as Sports, Psychology, Ecology, Music, Painting, Dance, Fine arts and Data
science that were previously considered secondary will gain more importance. He further said
that in line with artificial intelligence the two major problems have emerged in the education

system in India. First students who were attending big international and private schools are
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getting all the services and facilities but it has become difficult to develop their emotional and
social intelligence. Secondly on the other hand, students coming from backward community to
teach them basic reading and writing with help of modern technology and tools in education
for that they must need to be enroll at right age in schools. In a way, it is a big task to reduce
the gap between the Modern and Rural India. He also spoke about 21% century’s upcoming
challenges and changes in different sectors due to Artificial Intelligence. Furthermore, he
advised that with this changing modern era the teachers should also upgrade themselves with

necessary skills to bring changes in teaching methods.

On this occasion, Hon’ble Pro-Vice Chancellor Dr. Jogendra singh Bisen, remarked
that experimental learning is crucial under the new education policy and this modern
technology will play significant role in student’s engagement. However, This Artificial

Intelligence can analyse and organize but it cannot imitate the human creativity and emotions.

Mr. Ravindra Bharsat anchored the program, Ms. Minkashi Kadel introduced the chief
guest and speaker and the program concluded with closing remarks by Dr. Dnyaneshwar
Bhusanur. All the colleagues in the Audio-Visual Center, the Krishi Vigyan Kendra, the
Library and Resource Centre (LARC), the Student Services Division, and the School of

Sciences were supported to make this program successful.
